Dr. Jacobs earned his Ph.D. in Cell Biology & Molecular Genetics from the University of Maryland, College Park and completed two NIH postdocs at the National Cancer Institute and National Institute of Child Health and Human Development. Upon completing these fellowships he joined MedImmune where he worked in their Antibody Development & Protein Engineering division until 2010.
