The Office of Research Career Development is pleased to offer a 1.5 day Grant Writing Workshop targeted to postdoctoral fellows.  The purpose of the workshop is to help postdocs understand how to plan, organize and write a competitive fellowship or grant application.  The focus of the workshop is on writing the research plan of a peer-reviewed (NIH) grant application, including the Specific Aims and Project Summary; Background and Significance; Preliminary Studies; and Research Design and Methods.  In addition, this workshop will cover the following relevant subjects: Funding Mechanisms for Postdocs (includes information on databases of funding sources); Developing a Fundable Research Problem; Tips for Developing the Non-Research Plan Parts of Career Development Awards (Personal Statement, Career Development Plan, etc.); and Understanding the NIH System of Peer Review.  While the workshop focuses on the NIH grant application, the majority of information is also relevant to other peer-reviewed grant applications.  





This 1.5 day workshop consists of two parts: a full day didactic course (June 24) followed by an optional half day discussion of examples of grant writing (June 25).  Participants are welcome to sign up for one or both days.
