The Mid-Atlantic NORC Summer Research Program is an 8 - 10 week research internship for undergraduate, graduate, and medical* students. The Program offers an intensive summer research experience and mentorship to successful applicants. In addition to intensive hands-on research experience, students will attend research conferences and seminars as well as weekly Core lectures presented by Mid-Atlantic NORC faculty designed specifically for this Program covering broad topics in nutrition and obesity related chronic diseases. Summer interns potentially interested in careers in clinical arenas have the opportunity to shadow clinical faculty at inpatient outpatient clinics (Joslin Diabetes Center at the University of Maryland, Endocrine Clinic, Surgery, Emergency Medicine, etc.).
