Fact Sheet on Male Reproductive Health
· The semen analysis is a very general indicator of a man’s fertility potential, and correlates only slightly with ability to have children.
· Azoospermia, or lack of sperm in the ejaculate, has two broad causes: obstructive, and non-obstructive. In both cases, it is possible for the man in this situation to father children.
· There is a genetically identifiable cause of infertility in about 25% of cases.
· All patients should be treated first as a couple, finding ways to improve reproductive potential if possible. If this is ineffective, then assisted reproductive techniques may be employed to allow infertile couples to conceive.
