Developing a Fundable Research Problem: Seminar

Identifying a significant research problem that meets the NIH mission is the first step in writing a competitive grant application.  Beginning in 2009, the NIH amended its review criteria; one consequence is that the criteria reviewers use to assess the research problem have changed.  Consequently, it’s important for investigators to understand the criteria reviewers now use to evaluate the research problem, and to conceptualize their research problem in a way that meets the new review criteria.





This session consists of two parts: a seminar on Developing a Fundable Research Problem, including a brief discussion of examples, followed by two optional mock review sessions, in which participants have the opportunity to receive critical feedback on their own research problem.  Two mock review sessions are scheduled on March 26 and March 29.  A maximum of 5 examples can be discussed at each session. A sign up sheet for the mock review sessions will be provided at the seminar on March 15.  All workshop attendees are welcome to attend the mock reviews, regardless of whether they have submitted an example for discussion.

NIH INSTRUMENTATION GRANT PROGRAM ANNOUNCEMENT





Application Deadline:  March 23, 2010





NCRR has released the PA for their annual Shared Instrumentation Grant Program (S10; PAR-10-082).  This is not being funded by ARRA funds.  This is their standard program announcement with an anticipated pot of $43 million available this year.  The minimum instrument cost is $100,000 while the maximum award will be $600,000.  Those who submitted S10 grants last year, but were not funded, may want to consider addressing the comments from the reviews and resubmitting these grants this year.  Since this is not being supported by stimulus funds, it is not expected that this year’s competition will have as large a response as last year.  If anyone anticipates submitting a new or revised application, please contact Nick Ambulos (� HYPERLINK "nambulos@som.umaryland.edu" \o "blocked::nambulos@som.umaryland.edu
